Dilute spraying:

Use a sprayer designed to apply high volumes of water up to the point of run off and
matched to the crop being sprayed. Set up and operate the sprayer to achieve
even coverage throughout the crop canopy. Apply sufficient water to cover the crop
to the point of run off. Avoid excessive run off. The required water volume may be
determined by applying different test volumes, using different settings on the
sprayer, from industry guidelines or expert advice. Add the amount of product
specified in the Directions for use table for each 100L of water.
